Tijen Ahmet, Immigration Solicitor

SA Law Solicitor Tijen Ahmet explains what
employers need to know about employing
immigrants and the right to work in the UK
following the new Code of Practice and the Civil
Penalty Scheme for employers announced on 16"
May 2014.

A number of changes to the previous illegal working
scheme include:

e A new two page right to work checklist for
employers to complete their right to work
checks;

* The removal of partial and annual checks on
migrant employees with time limited leave to
remain - reducing costs for employers;

* The increase of the maximum civil penalty to
£20,000 for employing illegal workers;

e The extension of the statutory excuse for
employers of 28 days beyond an employee’s visa
expiry where an application has been submitted
or an appeal is pending;

* New requirements for students in employment
to assist employers with their right to work
checks.

1. What is a ‘Right to Work’ check?

This is simply a document checking process to ensure
your employees have permission to work in the
United Kingdom. When checking documents you
must see the original document/s and must
complete the check in the presence of the employee.

Follow The Home Office key three step ‘OCC’ process
to complete your checks:

a) Obtain the employee’s documents;

b) Check them in the presence of the employee;

c) Copy, record the date and retain that copy for
your records.

2. Why do employers need to complete checks?

This is to protect your business or organisation from
a potential fine of up to £20,000 per illegal employee
under the Home Office civil penalty scheme. It is
your responsibility as an employer to ensure your
employees have permission to work in the UK and if
the Home Office discover or believe you are
employing illegally they can issue you with a fine.

You could also face up to two years imprisonment or
receive an unlimited fine if you knowingly employ an
illegal worker — It is a criminal offence!

3. How to complete checks

When checking documents using the ‘OCC’ process
you must check that the person presenting the
document is the same person in the documents;
check they are genuine and have not been tampered
with. It is useful to pay particular attention to ensure
that:

e The photograph matches the employee’s
appearance;

* The employee’s appearance is consistent with
their date of birth;

* The endorsement authorises work in the UK;

* The expiry date has not passed;

* Where two documents confirm different names
for the employee, ask for additional evidence
e.g. marriage certificate or change of name deed.

Once you have checked the document you must
make a copy of the whole document including the
front and back for Biometric Residence Cards.
